W&M Men’s Tennis to Open With Texas A&M-
Corpus Christi at NCAA Tournament
William and Mary’s men’s tennis team, ranked 
62nd in the nation, will travel across the state to 
Charlottesville to face No. 25 Texas A&M-Corpus 
Christi in the first round of the NCAA Tournament 
on Friday, May 13 ... Should the Tribe win that 
match it will face either No. 2 Virginia or Rich-
mond in the second round the following day, 
with the winner advancing to the tournament’s 
final site at Texas A&M in College Station, Texas ... 
This will be the Tribe’s ninth overall appearance 
in the NCAA Tournament ...
