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Russian that Russian language
skills instantly increase competi-
tiveness, especially for govern-
ment jobs. In the process of ap-
plying and interviewing for an FBI
internship last summer, | talked
to a Special Agent, who, after
glancing at my resume and see-
ing my Russian experience, told
me he was confident | would be
offered a position by the U.S. gov-
ernment in the future.
