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Russian culture while studylng Mandarin in Beijing,
China, during my gap year last year. Many of my class- .
mates were Russian, and some of them became my
close friends throughout the course of the year. They
taught me some colloquial Russian phrases and words
(which | will not repeat here}, took me to “little Russia”
in Beijing for Russian cuisine, and introduced me to
Russian pop music.,

One day, | was hanging out in my friends, Anasta-
sia and Anna’s, dorm room, and they decided to show
me a video on YouTube featuring a handsome Musco-
vite with a mullet. It was Auma Graan's music video
“HesosmoxHoe BoaMOXHO {the impossible is possi-
ble)." This was my first encounter with Auma’s music.

i soon discovered his other Russian songs through
YouTube and my friends’ IPods. Avma also has a fair
amount of songs in English, one of which (“Believe
me"} won Eurovision (the European version of Ameri-
can ldol) in May 2008. :

Through listening to Avuma’s music, [ found rmyself |
becoming more and more fascinated with the Russian
language. Its deep intonations and soulful sound were |
beautiful to my ears. Because of the strong friend-
ships that | developed with my Russian classmates, |
was further motivated. | learned about my friends'
backgrounds; the culture and history which they grew
up with. Anastasia, who was one of my closer friends
(and still is), told me about living in army barracks for
much of her early life with her father, who was a gen-
eral; how she had to work particularly hard to obtain a
stipend in university because many parents used
bribes to get their children in. She told me with pride
about how her great-grandfather was part of the fight
to defend St. Petersburg in World War |1, the fight in
which St. Petersburg held off the Nazis for three years
before finally emerging victorious. She also told me
about the tremendous growth of the Russian Orthodox
Church after the fall of the Soviet Union,

After learning all of these pertinent details about
my friends’ lives, | decided that the next step was to
learn their language. After all, in my view, language
and culture go hand-in-hand, and it is impossible to
fully comprehend someone without being able to com-
municate with them. | am naturally a language person,
and was already thinking of picking up another lan-
guage in college, and after my experiences in China,
Russian seemed like the perfect choice,

Now, | am in Russian 102, and it is challenging, to say the least. [ still listen to Avuma when | study,
and although | am far from fluent, | am encouraged by the fact that | understand more and more of
Auma's lyrics as time goes by, and that my Russian friends say | am making good progress when { talk to
them on Skype. However, needless to say, l am stlll much more comfortable speaking to-them in
Chinese.
