The following week, being the last of the season, witnessed two big games. On
one night the team took revenge on Guilford, and in the last game of the year swamped
Brooklyn Polytechnic Institute 50 to 19.

The season centered the attention of Virginia sports writers on the fast Indian quintet,

all of whom, with the exception of Captain Davis, are expected to play again next

fall under the captaincy of "Waffles" Winn. All of William and Mary's players, first

and second string alike, received the accord of the sports observers. The freshman team,

which will have valuable material for the coming year, completed a successful season.

The total Indian score in the 1927-1928 season was 692 as against 545 scored by op-

ponents.
