The

day was marked by Bob Rowland's— In-

dian track star-—record-breaking time in

the high hurdles, covering the distance in

fifteen flat. The meet was otherwise

marked by brilliant Indian victories in

practically every event. Ranny Duke

proved himself able captain that he was,

by capturing two firsts and a second in

the 220 dash, and 440 dash respectively.

Lloyd Phillips captured first in the 440.

In the most thrilling race of the meet,

Harry Glick, ace dash-man of the Indians,

beat Richmond's crack sprint man, Art

Jones. Glick turned in a ten-second hun-

dred. The distance men, Cason in the

880 and Al Alley in the two-mile, took

firsts. Jack Hudson ran a fine mile only

to be nosed out in the final stretch. With

the chips down, Ray Dudley came through

in the broad jump with a meritorious jump

of 22' 3". Captain-elect Bob Rawl once

again cleared the bar to take first place.

The victory was a spectacular finish to an

otherwise listless season.

In 1934-35 the intramural

program was reorganized un-

der the supervision of Mr.

With the passing of time

and the increase of facilities

and staff, this program now

plays a greater part in the

social and recreational life of

the women.
