Budapest is my favorite city in the world. Situated right
in the center of Hungary, the city is split in half by the Danube
river and connected by beautiful chain bridges, with Buda on the
western bank and Pest on the east. Budapest is alive; the streets
are filled with music, voices, and the faint bubbling of water
fountains. Colorful string lights hang from sandstone--colored
buildings, and on every corner there is a place to dance, sleep, or
simply have a meal. A fairly unconventional city, Budapest is
packed with interesting, offbeat attractions, from its “House of
Terror” museum to its outdoor, naturally--heated bathhouses.
However, if there is one attraction that best encompasses the
spirit of the city, it is the city’s infamous “ruin bars”.

Primarily located in Budapest’s old District VII
neighborhood (a quarter left to decay afier the second World
War), ruin bars are bars constructed in the ruins of abandoned
buildings, stores, or lots. Since these bars are in abandoned
buildings, they open, close, and move frequently, depending on
whether the patrons get too loud, the neighbors become angry, or
an investor purchases the property. Ruin bars are filled with
mismatched, brightly painted furniture, as well as old posters,
jukeboxes, lanterns, apartment radiators, and motorcycle parts
{(quite literally anything one can imagine purchasing from a flea
market). Any gaping holes in the walls and ceilings left by
bombs or years of decay are filled with flowers, string lights, and
succulents. The floors are almost always made of concrete, but
occasionally one can find a fraying rug at the bar’s entrance
(both for wiping one’s feet as well as for enticing potential
customers). Ruin bars are eclectic but inviting; patrons
frequently share tables with strangers, talk with one another, and
dance with their bartenders. The drinks are fairly cheap, live
music almost always plays from the center of the bar, and there
is always someone new to meet.

When I was in Budapest this past summer, my mother
and | visited *Szimpla Kert” (Budapest’s first ruin bar) together.
After ordering two lemonades, we sat at a high table in the bar’s
roofless middle portion, watched the people the around us, and
enjoyed the sunshine. Though a seemingly insignificant event,
my time within the ruin bar deeply affected my experience in
Budapest as well as solidified my love for the city. Built from
dilapidation, Szimpla Kert, as well as all of the other ruin bars
throughout Budapest, are physical manifestations of the fierce
will and sheer strength of the Hungarian people. Within the bar’s
ruins, | felt at home in a place | had absclutely no connection
to—a feeling I had never experienced in a foreign country
before. I highly encourage the readers of this article to seek out
the many hidden treasures of Budapest, and at the end of every
day, to share a drink with someone new at Szimpla Kert.

WANT TO PRACTICE RUSSIAN — WITH NETFLIX?
AOPA PEPPAPO

Looking to hone your listening skills and get some
Netflix in at the same time? Look no further! There are five
Russian TV shows on Netflix; two stood out to me. Let’s start
with The Sniffer (Hioxau). Imagine your typical cop show
blended with House, MD, The main character — the Sniffer —
is aptly named. He helps the police solve crime using his
extraordinary sense of smell. The formulaic plot and quip-
heavy dialogue make it ideal listening comprehension practice.
Unfortunately, the show is more enjoyable the less you
understand: turning on the subtitles reveals a stilted plot
structure which is hard to ignore. It also grows tiresome
listening to the Sniffer spout obscure pentasyllabic names for
the chemicals he smells at every opportunity. The show relies
too much on the exceptional abilities of the main character who
brings to mind the aloof egotism of Gregory House (they even

share a physical resemblance}. Overall, it was good for a review
of imperatives and motion verbs, If you like having something
on in the background, this show is a suitable choice.

Second on my list is a show called Locust. At first, it
seems like a simple story of forbidden iove — an heiress meets
a poet/carpenter who builds a gazebo at her family’s summer
house — but it soon hooks you with its dynamic, fast-paced
narrative. If you’re in the mood for Russian poetry and drama,
this show has plenty of both. Even though it doesn’t completely
rise above the use of predictable tropes, the characters are
captivating and twists like the one at the end of the first episode
keep you wanting more. At four episodes long, Locust is an
engaging, low-commitment show for anyone interested in
Russian.
